Northview Golf & Country Club COVID-19 Protocols 

For the safety of guests and staff, all public health guidelines will be followed as laid out by Provincial Health 
Office/Fraser Health and are subject to change. 

Guest will be required to wear a mask while inside the facility.

Dress Code 

Dress code is mandatory and will be enforced.  Presentable attire is required and applies to all golf 
participants, volunteers, and sponsors while on the premises.  No soiled, ripped, vulgar or offensive clothing 
permitted on the property.  Unacceptable attire includes, but is not limited to, swim wear, jogging shorts, 
short shorts, cut off shorts, tank tops/sleeveless shirts or sweat suits.  Golf (soft non-metal spikes) or running 
shoes only are permitted.

The golfer is responsible for any charges due to damage to Northview’s property.  All power carts will be 
marked with team identification for damage purposes.  We are privileged to hold our golf tournament at such 
a beautiful location.  Let’s keep it that way.
